TROOP 200 CODE OF CONDUCT 

The Leaders and Boy Scouts of Troop 200 strive to provide a top quality scouting program 

based on the experience of the Boy Scouts of America.  With that intention in mind, the 

following code of conduct serves as the basis for scout behavior at Troop 200 functions and 

activities. The code is approved by the Patrol Leaders Council and the Troop Committee. 

1. I will demonstrate Scout Spirit by following the Scout Law, Scout Oath and Outdoor Code, 
and I will remember that these are the bases for all my actions. 

 
2. I will maintain a positive attitude & behavior, and work to be a role model to other Scouts. 
 
3. I will present, and behave with respect, and dignity at all Troop, District, and Council 

activities or events. 
 
4. I will respect all authority, Adult & Boy Leader alike. This includes following posted or 

verbal schedule of activities and assignments specified by the Troop Leadership, and by 
paying attention during group projects and/or activities. 

 
5. I will respect the Troop and other's personal property. This includes property owned: by a 

camp that I am visiting, by another Troop, or another individual. 
 
6. I understand that physical or verbal abuse at any Troop function or activity will not be 

tolerated.  
 
7.  I will treat my fellow Scouts as I would like to be treated, with respect and civility, 

regardless of differences. 
 
8.  I will be prepared for all Scouting events. This includes being dressed appropriately, having 

my Boy Scout Handbook, and the appropriate gear. 
 
9.  I understand that consequences to a Scout for not following the Code of Conduct may 
     include: 
  

 Fair warning 

 Dismissal from a Troop function, and Scout, Parent & Leader Conference  

 Disciplinary Board of review by the Troop Committee which could result in the 
suspension of Scouting privileges

policy of the Troop that no Scout is limited in his accomplishments and participation due to 

any family circumstances, including but not limited to financial considerations. Please see the 

Scoutmaster or Committee Chairman with any hardship, due discretion will be used at all 

times.
